
 
The Harold H. Helm ′20 Distinguished Service Award 

 
Established in 1978, this Award is presented annually to the volunteer whose service to Annual Giving has 
been characterized by “exemplary and sustained performance.”  It is the highest distinction Princeton confers 
for volunteer service to Annual Giving. 
 
The Award honors Harold H. Helm (1900-1985), the first chairman of Annual Giving (1940-42).  He was an 
outstanding leader for Princeton in many other roles as well, including Chairman of the Third Century 
Campaign (1946-49), Chairman of the Alumni Council (1940-45), and Chairman of the Executive Committee 
of the Board of Trustees.  His high ideals, integrity, unflagging spirit, and infectious enthusiasm continue to 
serve today as an example of leadership of the highest order. 
 
The Award consists of an engraved tray which is presented to the winner.  Additionally, a contribution from 
the Harold Helm Endowment is made to the winner’s class for the current Annual Giving campaign.
