Emmanuel Kreike, Norman B. Tomlinson ’16 and ’48 Professor of War and Society; Professor of History 
Emmanuel Kreike, a citizen of the Netherlands, has been professor of history at Princeton since 1997.  
A prolific author, Kreike’s most recent manuscript includes research on the Dutch Low Countries during 
the 16th and 17th centuries. His teaching interests focus on the intersection of war/violence, population 
displacement, environment and society. He is particularly interested in how violence (including, for example, 
colonial conquest, the apartheid wars, slave raiding) and the ensuing forced migration led to the destruction 
of human landscapes and how people rebuild lives and livelihoods in often alien environments. On this 
journey, Professor Kreike will describe the Golden Age of the 17th century when Dutch trade, science, 
military and art were among the most acclaimed in the world. He will also lecture on the seldom-discussed 
Dark Side of the Golden Age when the southern Netherlands, including Antwerp and Bruges, were ravaged  
by war and saw a decline of culture, society and environment.

Accommodating no more than 36 passengers plus crew, the 
vessel is designed to create a welcoming and relaxed atmosphere on board. 
The upper deck features a spacious salon with A/C, bar, and lounge. The 
inviting restaurant is separated from the kitchen by a glass wall so you can 
see the talented chefs in action. Meals are served in a single seating and 
feature fresh and tasty Euro fusion cuisine. The teak sundeck invites you to 
enjoy the scenery as you float by and features a hot tub. The upper deck 
features 10 junior suites with two beds next to each other hotel-style, a 
sitting area, and a large sliding glass window (172 sq ft), while the lower 
deck houses 8 twin cabins with two beds and fixed portholes (129 sq ft).

All cabins have flexible bed configuration and offer a private bathroom with  
shower, basin, and toilet, as well as individually regulated A/C, flat screen 
satellite  TV, mini safe, and hair dryer.
